SIDE C - EMMA & DAVE
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(EMMA and DAVE. He is a solid constant, she is distracted and picking apart their relationship. Some movement perhaps.)

EMMA

Do you think I'm boring?

DAVE

No. (beat) Why would you ask that?

EMMA

I met someone recently who was genuinely surprising.(beat)

DAVE

Who someone?

EMMA

Oh, a new person. I just met.

DAVE

Are you trying to tell me you're seeing somebody else? Because-

EMMA

I have wheat toast with butter and cinnamon. Every day. I feel so... predictable.

DAVE

Am I boring? I'm pretty predictable. I always put on my tie after breakfast, so it doesn't dip in the milk or catch in the toaster.

EMMA

Have you ever had anything get caught in the toaster? Besides bread?

DAVE

No, but it might!

EMMA

Yeah, I think you are. I think we both are. 

DAVE

I'm not boring, I'm just being practical. Why put it on before, when-

EMMA

We're all just doing the same things, over and over...

DAVE

Isn't that the way life is? You figure out what works, create a routine? Most people find that... reassuring.

EMMA

This girl I met-

DAVE

Oh, its a girl, why didn't you say-

EMMA

-she's so... vibrant, you know? Like, she might do anything. Talk to strange homeless men, or visit Kathmandu, or... or quit her job to take up the ukulele. I don't know if she's inspiring or infuriating.

DAVE

Is she 22, a drug addict, or married with a wealthy husband?

EMMA

She's... a better version of me. 

DAVE

Emma. Everyone's exciting at first.

EMMA

I want to be like her. I want to be open, alive, grabbing new opportunities, instead of not doing anything because I'm so afraid that if I do something, it will throw me off balance. I'm tired of tip toeing around in my own life.
